
Walk through PlasheƩ’s lakes (2.7 miles) 

 

1. Walk across the railway crossing and turn leŌ 
2. AŌer 300m the road bends to the right (at the entrance to Waltons Farm), enter the farm 

track and take the sƟle on your right 
3. Walk through two fields unƟl you hit the A26. 
4. Across the A26 is another sƟle leading in two more fields 
5. Pass a small lake on your leŌ and turn right which will lead you to Harvey’s Lane (opposite 

South Brockwell farm) 
6. Turn leŌ and walk down the road. AŌer about 100m there is a sƟle on the right. 
7. Walk across the field to the woods 
8. Follow the bridle path through the wood and when you come to a field entrance turn right. 
9. Follow the edge of the wood unƟl you reach the A26  
10. Over the A26 and turn leŌ, aŌer 10m go down the lane 
11. At the boƩom the lane bends to the right and at the end turn leŌ. 
12. Walk across to field and enter a lane (to the leŌ of a White clapperboard house) 
13. Turn right and within 100m you are back where you started.
